Having visited Morocco several times, he knows 
the country well and with more than 25 years experience of professional photography there will be 
plenty of time for tuition along the way. Simon will be on hand to advise you, enabling you to learn, 
critique, and improve your photography and photoshop skills. 
 
The Imperial Kingdom of Morocco has long been one of the World's most interesting travel 
destinations, with an irresistible allure, it provides some superb subjects for photographers. With good 
lighting conditions, Morocco is a brilliantly colourful country, full of vibrancy, warmth, hospitality and 
spectacular and varied scenery. We’ll combine the history and natural beauty of this rich and 
fascinating country with many personal encounters in towns, villages, ancient Kasbahs and Berber 
tents, sharing our experiences while sipping mint tea: symbolic of the Moroccan generosity. You will be 
delighted and overwhelmed by Morocco's endless visual opportunities. This tour allows the time a 
photographer needs in order to gain a fresh perspective of Morocco, its medieval streets, exotic souks, 
imposing mosaic gates and attractive mosques, while aiming to capture the charisma of Morocco’s 
hospitable people. In order to take in all the delights of this exotic country you’ll be under the direction 
of your photographic tutor, Simon Watkinson.   
 
Simon will guide you around vibrant Marrakech and the dramatic landscapes of the Sahara, colourful 
mosaics and ancient Kasbahs, beautiful architecture, Fez’s medieval tannery, the archaeological site of 
Volubilis, enchanting Meknes, as well as introducing you to many cultural sights including, street 
scenes of daily life, the famous blue robed Berber people, shy veiled women and laughing children. We 
guarantee you will come home with a true insight into Morocco and a selection of stunning photos 
capturing its beauty.

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Outline Itinerary 
 
Day 1 – Depart UK, Arrive Marrakech 
Arrive Marrakech. On arrival, met and transferred to hotel. 
Dinner in local restaurant or in our hotel. (D)  
 
Day 2 - Marrakech   
Explore and photograph  Marrakech 
Early morning we will start our explorations of Marrakech, the city of drama.  Marrakech follows the 
beat of an African drum. This imperial city has been almost continually occupied since Neolithic times, 
and was once the Berber capital. We will see snake charmers, magicians, acrobats, and dancers, 
delighting children and adults alike. We’ll capture a glimpse of daily life, as we stroll the narrow streets; 
perhaps we’ll see a young boy taking his family’s bread to the community bakery, veiled women 
carrying bags of food for the next meal, or children playing in the streets.  
 
We will visit the Bahia Palace and Jardin de Majorelle as well as visiting the famous Djemma el-Fna 
Square. The Bahia Palace of Marrakech was constructed between 1894 and 1900 for Ahmed Ibn 
Musa. The palace is large and rambling set within extensive gardens. It includes a mosque; several 
tiled courts, elaborately decorated reception halls, carved and painted woodwork and glazed ceramic 
tiles as well as private quarters still used by the Royal family and their staff.  
 
The Jardin de Majorelle was created by the artist Jacques Majorelle and is a collection of plants and 
flowers from all of over the world including a huge cactus collection. The gardens offer us an escape 
from the heat and bustle of Marrakech; here in amongst the pleasant and cool surroundings we can 
photograph the flowers, streams and ponds set against a contrasting Moroccan blue villa. 
 
Djemma el-Fna Square is perhaps the greatest open-air spectacle in the world, where one can see the 
colours and feel the pulse of Morocco. Drift with the smells and sounds of the souks. If we want to 
make any purchases, we will follow the ancient Moroccan custom of bargaining for our choices with the 
blue-robed Berbers, as we sip mint tea.  
Overnight hotel. (B, D) 
 
Day 3 – Marrakech and High Atlas Mountains Excursio n 
Set out in the morning for full-day excursion to the High Atlas Mountains – North Africa’s highest peaks 
– where we will walk quiet mountain trails and enjoy striking landscapes. Walk though groves of apple, 
cherry, peach and walnut trees; green valleys with waterfalls surrounded by mountain peaks and lakes. 
Along the way we’ll stop to explore the local markets and traditional Berber villages. Take tea with a 
Berber family, and maybe visit the Kasbah Tamadot (Richard Branson’s mountain hideaway) for a 
drink. Return to Marrakech Overnight hotel. (B,L,D)  
 
Day 4 - Aït Benhaddou to Ouarzazate   
Today we will traverse through the Atlas Mountains to the famous Kasbah of Ait Ben Haddou, a 
UNESCO World Heritage site located along the former caravan route between the Sahara and 
Marrakech. There are plenty of photographic opportunities to capture the red and browns of the many 
adobe (mud) buildings or to stroll around the tourist shops looking for glittering gifts.  We have lunch 
overlooking this ancient fortified city. Stop for tea in a traditional adobe home before continuing to 
Ouarzazate, a former French Foreign Legion outpost. The surrounding area has been featured in 
many films. including Lawrence of Arabia. Ouarzazate has gained an international reputation for a 
peace and tranquillity film set, and the Kasbah can be seen in “The Jewel of The Nile”. Overnight hotel 
(B,L,D) ,  
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Day 5 – Ouarzazate to Erfoud and Merzouga   
We will visit the much-photographed kasbahs of Taourirt and Tifoultoute en-route with their traditional 
adobe architecture. We will continue along the Dades Valley passing hundreds of kasbahs that line the 
route we will see why this valley is commonly known as “Valley of a Thousand Kasbahs”. This is a 
spectacular drive through stunning desert landscape, dotted with villages, palm groves and flanked by 
the Jebel Sahro range to the south. Visit the dramatic Todra Gorge. A paved road winds to a very 
narrow point, here the road stops and we will walk up and through the Gorge. The force of the Todra 
River carved the 160m high steep-sides of the canyon; although when we visit the raging waters are 
more a kin to a gentle stream.  At the far end of the gorge a few hotels and restaurants offer 
refreshments, at the top Berber craft stalls can be found. Stop for a walk through a palm and tamarisk 
grove in Skoura. Then meander the steep and narrow Todra Gorge – a highlight of the south. We 
continue on into the Tafilalt Valley in which Erfoud stands. Erfoud claims to cultivate over a million palm 
trees irrigated by the waters of the River Ziz. At Erfoud we turn onto a minor road, heading into the 
dunes and onto Merzouga. Our base here is Les Portes Du Desser Auberge, situated at the base of 
the Erg Chebbi sand dunes. Overnight Merzouga (B,L,D)  
 
Day 6 - Explore and photograph Merzouga   
There are only a few things to photograph at Merzouga, the sand dunes, the Berber guides and their 
Camels. However these are packed with endless opportunities for artistic photographs. Early morning 
excursion to the Merzouga Dunes on the fringes of the Sahara. Here we will watch and photograph the 
change in light conditions and capture the atmosphere and the wonderful array of colours and 
shadows. We spend two nights in Merzouga to allow us the opportunity to truly explore the dune’s 
photographic possibilities. We will visit the dunes for both sunrise and sunset and there is the option to 
take an excursion into the dunes on camel back or just relax in this wonderful setting. Overnight 
Auberge (B,D) 
 
Day 7 – Drive to Fez   
Early morning excursion to the Merzouga Dunes on the fringes of the Sahara.  
After breakfast drive over the High Atlas, past the Gorge Du Ziz, then the cedar clad forests of the 
Middle Atlas before eventually reaching Fez, a long drive but a rewarding one. 
Overnight hotel (B,D)   
 
Days 8 & 9 – Explore and photograph Fez   
Two whole days to explore Fez, a wonderful city offering a wide variety of photographic opportunities. 
Fez’s Medina (ancient quarter of the city) is a UNESCO World Heritage site and claims to be the oldest 
and largest medieval city in the World, almost unchanged through the modern ages. Many of the 
streets are too narrow for cars, so donkeys and mules are commonly used for carrying large loads. 
The bustle of these old streets, the infinite variety of merchandise from carpets and edible goods to 
copperware and pottery as well as the merchants, craftsmen, locals, and animals all lend themselves 
to photography.  
Fez has many interesting architectural structures. The most famous mosque is the Kairouine, thought 
to date over 1000 years, it is the most important centre of Islamic learning in Morocco. It is closed to 
non-Muslims but the interior and glimpses of its occupants can be attractively framed through the many 
open doors. Many of the madrasas or Islamic schools, are open to non-Muslins, including the Attarin 
madrasa. Built in the early 14th Century, it has an exquisite interior, a beautiful bronze door and an 
elegant courtyard. Fez also has one of the most famed gates of Morocco, the Bab Boueloud; it is a 
strikingly beautiful gate, yet surprisingly new, only built in 1913. The most impressive view is from the 
outside.We will also visit the medieval tannery, the oldest leather tannery in the world thought to date 
back to the 9th Century, here we will watch the men working manually in very hot, odorous conditions 
as they strip the animal hides of sheep and goats. The tannery contains numerous stone vessels filled 
with a vast range of brownish honeycomb dyes, which contrast with the surrounding white houses. The 
tannery process is considered to be an unclean activity yet these hides eventually end up in souqs as 
high quality leather products such as bags, coats, shoes and slippers. Overnight hotel. (B,D) 
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Day 10 - Explore and photograph Volubilis and Mekne s  
Travel To Volubilis for a whole morning visit and then reach Meknes for the afternoon and evening. 
Much of the land upon which Meknes and the surrounding area is founded came under the domination 
of the Roman Empire in 117 A.D.  The most magnificent remaining site is the Roman city of Volubilis 
with its Forum, Arch of Caracalla, and houses decorated with well-preserved mosaics. Enjoy the 
panoramic views from the hilltop town of Moulay Ismail.  
 
The original community of Meknes can be traced back to an 8th Century Kasbah, but it was under the 
reign of Moulay Ismail (1672 – 1727), when Meknes became the capital of Morocco, now Rabat is the 
Capital.  Meknes has been called the Versailles of Morocco, but Moulay Ismail’s grand scheme for a 
royal palace was never completed. Today the city is the centre of a productive area, producing the 
finest olives in the world, wine, cereal crops and citrus. Overnight hotel. (B,D)) 
 
Day 11 – Explore and photograph  Meknes  
Day for photography and exploring Meknes, visiting the Tomb of Moulay Ismail, the Mansour Gate, the 
stables built for Moulay Ismail, the huge granaries and the olive markets. The atmosphere of Meknes 
feels genuinely Moroccan and the people are friendly and more willing to be photographed here than 
some other locations in Morocco. Meknes offers fantastic photographic opportunities. Overnight hotel. 
(B,D) 
 
Day 12 – Depart Fez & Arrive UK  
Transfer to airport from Meknes to Fez for your departure flight. (B)Day 1 – Depart UK, Arrive Fez 
 
B = breakfast, L = lunch, D = dinner 
 
The day-to-day schedule should be taken only as a general guide. A variety of factors, including adverse weather 
conditions, difficulty with transportation and politics can lead to enforced changes.

GROUP SIZE 
Minimum 4, Maximum 10 
This holiday will operate once the minimum group size has been reached.  
 
GUIDE / TOUR LEADERS 
On arrival you will be met and transferred to your hotel. Simon Watkinson, the director of Simon 
Watkinson In Focus, will be your tour leader, photographic guide and tutor. Having travelled extensively 
and visited Morocco he knows the country well and can provide you with the most stunning locations 
captured at the right time of day. There will also be plenty of time for photographic and Photoshop 
tuition along the way and you are guaranteed to come home with the most awesome photographs and 
memories. 
 
TOUR GRADE 
EASY CULTURAL TOURING: Most of this tour involves overland travel in comfortable vehicles. Some 
of the roads have poorly maintained and sections will have potholes. Early starts are normal. Some of 
the sightseeing involves easy walking.  
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A TYPICAL DAY  
When sightseeing we generally leave after breakfast. Some of the sightseeing involves easy walking 
although not always on paved level ground. There will be many photographic opportunities, although 
please respect local people and either ask permission or use a telephoto lens before taking their 
photograph. Remember many people do not like their photograph taken. 
 
HEALTH & FITNESS REQUIREMENTS 
The pace is considered easy and should enable anyone in good health to participate. While there are 
no specific physical requirements, it is important that travellers are in good health, have a positive 
attitude, a sense of humour and a spirit of adventure. Tours can consist of early starts, some long days 
or climbing into vehicles. The transport provided is the best available for the area and type of terrain 
being visited but be prepared for some lengthy journeys, bumpy dirt roads or the occasional delay. The 
amount of walking involved in this trip varies. Most of the sightseeing and exploring the cities will be on 
foot in order to take photographs. We carry a basic first aid kit but recommend that each person carry 
their own personal first aid kit including any prescription medication they require; a suggested contents 
list will be provided on booking in the country information dossier. We also provide details of the 
recommended vaccinations needed. 
 
ACCOMMODATION 
Accommodation is based on twin share or double occupancy. A single supplement is payable if you 
specifically request single accommodation, subject to availability. If you are a single person, who is 
willing to share, you will be paired with another single client of the same gender. However your booking 
is accepted only on the understanding that if no roommate is available then you accept a single 
supplement will be levied.

Please note that sometimes the mentioned accommodation is fully booked in which case we will use 
similar standard accommodation.  
 
FOOD 
Breakfast, dinner and some lunches included as specified in the itinerary. We do not always include 
lunches as we find that most people prefer this option.  
Most hotels and restaurants usually provide both vegetarian and non-vegetarian, Moroccan and 
traditional cuisine. Lamb is the principal meat but chicken is also available, dishes are not hot or spicy 
but gently seasoned with cumin, coriander, saffron, chillies, dried ginger, cinnamon, and paprika, pine 
nuts, almonds, and pistachios, apricots, dates, figs and prunes. Moroccan sweets are rich and dense 
confections of cinnamon, almond and fruit that are rolled in pastry, perfumed and soaked in honey.  
Please ask the staff if you have any specific request, especially regarding flavours and spices, as they 
will do their best to adjust menus accordingly and cater for your tastes. 
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WEATHER 
In early summer (May) temperatures are pleasant in Marrakech and Fez (13°C to 28°C) while in the 
summer (June & July) temperatures range from 19°C t o 38°C and even in the lower mountains midday 
temperatures can be in the high 30’s but as there is no humidity temperatures are generally 
manageable. Summer nights are warm.  The desert is generally always hot during the day (25 to 40°C) 
and cool at night.  September and October in Morocco are generally cooler (13°C to 33°C) with the 
slight chance of light rain.   
 
PHOTOGRAPHY EQUIPMENT 
Simon Watkinson, your tutor and guide for this trip advises all group members to take the  
following photography equipment. If you would like to discuss equipment or have any photography  
related queries, please do not hesitate to contact Simon Watkinson during office hours on (01298) 
687477.  
 
• Camera Body:  Digital SLR camera system with interchangeable lens will allow you to get the  
best shots in most conditions  
• Suggested Lenses:  A wide angle (24 - 135mm) and a telephoto (70 – 200mm or 100-300mm) are  
very useful. Skylight / UV filters protect your lens  
• Filters:  A polarising filter is essential for landscapes. Optional ND filters x 4 and x 8.  
• Batteries, Memory & Storage:  Bring spare batteries (2 or 3), battery charger, travel adapter,  
sufficient memory cards and a digital storage device(s).  
• Camera bag:  Preferably a backpack type as you will be carrying your equipment when out  
photographing.  
• Lightweight tripod:  of a professional quality.  
• Miscellaneous:  A brush for cleaning your lens and an air blower are important and your camera  
and lens need to be in protective cases. Shutter release cable. 
 
CLOTHING 
Casual clothing is the order of the day. Hard wearing, easy to wash travel clothes are ideal. You may 
wish to pack one set of slightly smarter clothes to wear at the hotels. Laundry service will be available 
at all the places we stay. During the day you will need a wide brimmed sun hat and sunglasses.  
Lightweight, comfortable walking shoes are advised for throughout the holiday and for sightseeing.   
 
Cultural considerations: As Morocco is a Muslim country we advise you to take this into 
consideration, especially in the way you dress in the cities and villages. It is expected that women will 
cover legs and shoulders, although as Morocco becomes more westernised, local people are 
becoming more relaxed about this. To gain respect from the Moroccan people you should show that 
you are trying to respect their culture. When travelling in Morocco both men and women should cover 
up, either wear trousers or a long skirt for women. If in doubt at any time, please consult your tour 
leader. 
 
PASSPORT & VISA REQUIREMENTS 
You will require a passport valid for at least 6 months from the date of entry into Morocco; British 
Nationals do not require a visa when travelling to Morocco. Other nationalities should check with the 
Moroccan embassy to see if a visa is required. 
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INSURANCE 
 
Insurance is essential and is a condition of booking with Classic Journeys that you have adequate 
travel insurance cover. It is very important that you obtain insurance cover against the usual risks 
associated with travel, from the time of booking your holiday until the time you return home. Please 
ensure that your insurance provides adequate protection against the two major concerns: 
medical/repatriation expenses while abroad and cancellation/curtailment charges in the event that you, 
a travelling companion or a close relative fall ill either before or during the tour. For trekking holidays 
your travel insurance must contain evidence of satisfactory cover for repatriation and helicopter rescue.
